■ The Posey Sitter Select is the ingenious fall monitor

that combines the most popular features of all
Posey Fall Monitors into one compact, easy to use
unit. The Sitter Select adapts to patient/facility needs
by offering a choice of sensor pad or pull-cord
and magnet activation, allowing the alarm to be
used in a wide variety of monitoring applications. 

RECORDABLE VOICE
■ The Sitter Select is simple to operate and features

four alarm modes, five tones, and three volume
settings to choose from.  The voice option lets you or
a family member record a voice message to reassure
your patient that assistance is on the way. Nurse call
interface provides dual staff notification, while the
monitor’s adjustable delay reduces false alarms.

SIMPLE TO USE

to move a patient off the pressure sensor for up to six
hours without needing to turn the alarm off or change
any of the programmed settings.

Voice Recording
Records a personalized message 
in patient’s own language, which
reduces agitation, minimizes
noise, and extends the caregiver’s
presence.

4 Alarm Modes
Multiple options include voice
only (with nurse call notification),
tone only, voice plus tone, or
mute (with nurse call), allowing
you to select the most appropriate
type of alarm notification for
individual patients/residents.

Hold Feature
Maintains setting for up to 6 hours
while the patient/resident is off
the pressure mat and away from
chair sensor. The patient can be
moved for therapy, social functions,
meals, etc., without caregivers
needing to reset the alarm.
When the patient is returned, an
audible beep confirms that the
alarm has automatically reactivated.
This ensures continuity of care
and monitoring despite multiple
caregivers.

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Adjustable Alarm Volume
Three volume settings allow the
caregiver to set the alarm volume
to suit facility and patient needs.
The volume ranges from 80 to
103 decibels.

The unit runs on four “AA” bat-
teries to allow portability. Battery
life is estimated at 54 hours of
continuous alarm. Audible low
battery warning gives ample notice
when new batteries are needed.

Easily attaches to bed, chair or wall,
accommodating a variety of uses.
